 Teams must integrally involve 
consumer advocates 

 Multiple institutions must be involved 

 A clear plan for managing the intensive 
collaboration among the teams must be 
demonstrated  

 Regular in-person meetings and on-site 
cross-training of investigators among 
the research teams will be required
